 On August 16th, all lessons & practices between 3:00 & 5:00 pm move to after 5:00 PM until (approximately) 
November 1st.  This is due to the high school swimming season when the Westminster Christian School Swim Team 
uses the pool. Yes, we have to let Westminster Christian School swimmers use their own pool! There will also be 
some practice and lesson cancellations and postponements due to “HOME” swim meets for the high school team! 
You will be informed about these conflicts in each month’s newsletter and announcements on the bulletin board! CE 
swimmers who chose not to swim during these months (8/16-10/31) may opt to pay for 1/2 of a month for August and 
only swim through August 13th! Prior notice must be received if you wish to take advantage of this offer. This sched-
ule lasts for only 11 short weeks (maybe less depending on which meets the high school swimmers advance to) and 
then we return to our regular after school schedule.
